RELIGION 9 ASSIGNMENT
EMOTIONS

There are many things that stimulate an emotional response in us. We experience emotions everyday, and express them in different ways. 

In this assignment you are going to demonstrate how you deal with your emotions OR demonstrate something that creates an emotional response in you. You will demonstrate this through choosing one of the following:

· Literature – find a piece of writing that expresses emotion or helps you to deal with emotion.

· Drawing – draw a scene or a picture that stimulates an emotional response, or helps you to deal with an emotion

· Music – find a piece of music that expresses emotion, or helps you to deal with a specific emotion

· Sculpture or creation – create a sculpture that represents a specific emotion


Once you have chosen one of the above, you will do a one-page write up. Your write up will explain, in detail, the emotional connection with your choice. Explain why you chose the medium that you did, and how it connects to a particular emotion. You will explain how your tool effects your emotion, and why. Be as detailed as you can. Your write up should be at least one page long, done in complete sentences, in eligible writing.

You will also present your emotion assignment in class. Your presentation does not have to be as in depth as your write up. Your presentations should be clear and informative. You will explain your choices, and your reasoning. Presentations should be approximately 2 minutes long; they will be engaging (make sure we can all hear you), and informative. We should have a clear understanding of your assignment choice.
